e Request donations in unusual way
e Contain suspicious links or attachments

While the email might look like it's coming from someone
you know, please be extra cautious.

How to protect yourself:

e Do not click on any links or open attachments from suspi-
cious emails.

o Verify with the sender directly (by phone or in person) if
something feels “off.”

e Never share passwords, banking details, or personal in-
formation over email.

e Report suspicious emails to your email provider or re-
port@phishing.gov.uk or delete them immediately.

We are also reminding everyone to use strong, unique
passwords and enable two-factor authentication when pos-
sible. If you believe your email account has been compro-
mised or need help securing it, please reach out to your
service provider for support.
